I SWITCH INSTALLATION

Place switch bracket onto any one of the four tie rods that run the length
of the extruded tube. Insert the switch with set screw and the word
“Tolomatic” facing up and slide it the mating slot on the bracket. Position
the bracket with the switch to the exact location desired, with the bracket
tight to the surface of the extrusion, then lock the bracket securely into
place by tightening the set screw with the Allen wrench provided. Then
tighten the switch into the bracket with a small slotted screwdriver.
